	Learning Objectives
	Language Skills
	Response to Art, Craft and Design

	PAINTING
	· Able to mix primary & secondary colours and match to objects.

· To be able to control paint and water, mix paint to the appropriate consistency.

· Select and sort source material.

· To be able to lighten (shade) and darken (tint) primary/secondary colours.

· To develop an awareness of composition.

· Work from direct experience to explore colour, shape, pattern and texture.

· To use colour to express mood and feelings.

· To explore colour using IT paint programme.
· 
	· To describe colour – dark/light, pale/deep, thick/watery, bright/dull, texture and shape.

· To name primary, secondary and tertiary colours.


	· To develop the child’s response to own work.

· To look at other artists’ work in terms of colour and technique.

· To develop descriptive language to describe a painting.

· To make personal connections between experiences, their work and paintings or artefacts.



	DRAWING
	· To develop observational skills by careful looking at and exploring the tactile qualities of an object.

· Explore media and the visual elements through mark-making.

· To be able to compare and contrast light and dark marks (tone).

· To use drawing for recording, illustrating stories, investigating, developing ideas, expressing feelings.

· To explore line through an IT ‘draw’ programme

	· To talk about content of drawings.

· To use descriptive language to describe surface texture, shape, form, line and pattern.       

· To describe the qualities of media, e.g. charcoal soft
	· To look at and discuss drawings by artists from different times and cultures.

· To recognise the media used in drawings.

Artists – Rembrandt, Degas, Cézanne, Van Gogh, and Aboriginal bark drawing.



	PRINT MAKING
	· To develop an awareness of pattern in the environment.

· To make patterns of regular and irregular design.

· To select and adapt everyday materials to print with.

· To be able to select colours and shapes to make patterns.

· To be able to make successive prints in a straight line
	· To describe the printing process.
· To introduce terms: ordering; pattern; line – repeat, overlap; shape – symmetry, regular, irregular; texture

· To review and evaluate work.
	· To examine different functions of print making in the school (book covers, posters, curtains, clothes).



	TEXTILES
	· To develop the concept of in/out/under/over.

· To be able to weave paper, fleece and fabric strips.

· To be able to organise collected collage materials into a structured environment.

· To use collage materials for picture making.

· Able to match and sort fabrics/threads into colour shades. 


	· To introduce weaving terminology-loom, warp, weft, shuttle.
· To describe the weaving process.

· To describe the texture of fabrics and collage materials-smooth, crinkly, rough

	· To examine/discuss textiles from other cultures and times.

· To identify design in textiles in the school environment.

· To make a personal response and talk in simple terms about textiles.



	SCULPTURE
	· To explore the particular qualities of 3D materials using tools and hands.

· To experiment with ways of joining materials to make simple constructions.

· To form 3D shapes using the bulk of material.

· To experiment with simple casting methods.

· To use 3D materials to express imaginative ideas.

· To investigate the visual and tactile qualities of 3D artefacts.
	· To be able to describe 3D shapes (form), e.g. hollow, solid.

· To be able to name solid shapes: sphere, cube, cuboid, and cylinder.

· To be able to talk about how they have made an object and what they plan to do next.

· To be able to evaluate own work.
	· To be able to select objects made from clay in the local environment, e.g. clay, tiles, bricks, cups, saucers.

· To examine artefacts from other cultures and times.

· To be able to describe artefacts.

· To be able to explain what they think and feel about them.
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
