· To draw a figure from life.

· Explore line and tone through an IT ‘draw’ programme.
	· To be able to describe an object, make comparisons between shape, size, pattern and texture.

· To be able to discuss content and evaluate drawings.


	· To examine preparatory sketches for painting and 3D work, e.g. Giacometti, Van Gogh.

· To examine drawing for different purposes, e.g. architectural drawings, botanical drawings – Ruskin, Beatrix Potter, Dürer, Canaletto.

	PRINT MAKING
	· To make a simple paper pick-up print from direct experience.

· To collect source material.

· To experiment with arranging, ordering, repeating, and overlapping patterns. Consider use of IT.

· To explore line and tone using mono prints.

· To adapt materials to print with.

· To make press print from observational work.
	· To develop the language of printing, regular, irregular, ordering pattern, tessellation, symmetrical, rotation, and movement.

· To describe the printing process.

· To plan, modify and evaluate work.


	· To evaluate their own work and the work of others.

· To look at pattern and  textures in the locality (building, building materials,     
 natural forms). Artist – Max Ernst.

· To look at print making from other cultures and from the past.

	TEXTILES
	· To be able to turn back, weave second row, alternate over/under.

· To use a 3D loom, e.g. twigs, cylinder.

· To be able to select and change colour.

· To be able to sew using simple stitches.

· To be able to sort and select fabric and collage material into shades of one colour.

· To use observational work as a basis for design.

· To experiment with natural dyes.
	· To use weaving terminology: wool, weave, and loom.

· To understand and use concepts in, out, under, over, through, across, push, down; move up, tight, loose.

· To describe criteria used when selecting materials.


	· To examine and discuss textiles from other cultures – discuss process/techniques designs, e.g. Indian block prints, African textiles – Kente cloth.

· To describe the use of textiles in the school.



	SCULPTURE
	· To become aware of changes that take place in different materials, e.g. clay – malleable, leather hard, dry, biscuit fired, glazed.

· Use 3D materials when recording direct experience.

· To develop basic techniques in modelling and construction.

· To investigate surface pattern and texture from natural and made objects.

To recognise the difference between 2D/3D objects.
	· To be able to describe the changes that take place in different materials.

· To be able to discuss techniques using 3D materials.

· To develop vocabulary to describe 3D shapes and tactile qualities.


	· To examine clay artefacts from different times and places.

· To be able to describe form, decoration and purpose.

· To look at the work of Henry Moore, comparing to natural forms.
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
