DESIGN AND ENGINEERING DEPARTMENT

The Engineering and Design department
at Murray Park consists of 5 full time and
one part time teacher, delivering Food
Technology, Engineering, Textiles, Design
Technology lessons on rotational basis at
KS3, and as options subjects at KS4.
Design and Technology subjects are
continually popular with our students and
we are very proud of the outcomes we
support our students in achieving. Our
staff boast a wealth of specific skills and
experience, which we use to enthuse our
students and develop inspirational
schemes of work.

The department is very well resourced,
with two practical workshops featuring a
wide range of tools and machinery as well
as specialist engineering equipment
including multiple centre lathes and
milling machine, and two recently
refurbished food technology rooms
equipped with new ovens and hobs. In
addition to this we have a hot work room
featuring welding and casting equipment,
a dedicated CAD/CAM suite complete
with 3D printer and laser cutter and an
