COAT OF ARNS

The Coat of Arms is a way for the Pope to
show things that are important to him.

It shows the keys of St. Peter, which show he
is the new pope in line reaching back to St.
Peter. The sun with IHS shows that he
belongs to the Society of Jesus (the Jesuits).
The Star is a symbol of our Blessed Mother
Mary. The other image is a spikenard, an
ancient plant that is associated with St.
Joseph. These two symbols show us that
Pope Francis has a deep devotion to the
Holy Family.
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His motto is “Seeing through the eyes of
mercy, he chose him!This is a reminder that
Pope Francis first felt called to be a priest on
the Feast of St. Matthew. Both Pope Francis
and St. Matthew were called by God and
given his mercy.

Think about your really good friends. What
do you do with your friends?
