PD Day: 
 

A reminder that school will be closed on Tuesday 4th January for a PD Day

Contact with a Positive Case: 
 

From 14th December the rules changed for close contacts of a positive COVID 

case. For pupils who are a close contact, they should: 

• take an LFD test every day for 7 days, or until 10 days since your last contact 

with the person who tested positive for COVID-19, if this is earlier 

• take this daily test before you leave the household for the first time that day 
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Attendance: 
 

We would like to politely remind parents that our school’s attendance policy 

states that: “the Leave of absence in Term Time policy is managed by the Trust. 

The parent who has responsibility to ensure the regular attendance of their child 

at school, must make an application to the Head Teacher of the school at which 

their child is on roll, for any leave of absence in term time. Using the appropriate 

application form, the request should be made providing at least one month’s 

notice.”  The application form and the Leave of Absence in Term Time policy is 

downloadable from the school website or can be printed for parents at the 

school office.
