Medium Term Planning 2021





Mathematics


      During the Autumn Term we will be working towards the objectives below. The children will also take                    


    part in a weekly mental maths test and we will be encouraging them to learn their 2, 3, 5 and 10 times tables.





Number and Place Value: Count in steps of 2, 3, and 5 from 0, and in tens from any number, forward or backward, recognise the place value of each digit in a two-digit number(tens, ones), identify, represent and estimate numbers using different representations, including the number line, compare and order numbers from 0 up to 100; use <, > and = signs, read and write numbers to at least 100 in numerals and in words, use place value and number facts to solve problems.





Addition and Subtraction Solve problems with addition and subtraction: using concrete objects and pictorial representations, including those involving numbers, quantities and measures applying their increasing knowledge of mental and written methods, recognise and use the inverse relationship between addition and subtraction and use this to check calculations and solve missing number problems. 





Multiplication and Division: Recall and use multiplication and division facts for the 2, 5 and 10 multiplication tables, calculate mathematical statements for multiplication and division within the multiplication tables and write them using the multiplication (×), division (÷) and equals (=) signs, show that multiplication of two numbers can be done in any order (commutative) and division of one number by another cannot solve problems involving multiplication and division including problems in contexts.�
Fractions: Recognise, find, name and write fractions of a length, shape, set of objects or quantity, write simple fractions and recognise equivalent fractions





Geometry: Identify and describe the properties of 2-D and  3-D shapes, including the number of edges, vertices and faces including the number of sides and line symmetry in a vertical line, identify 2-D shapes on the surface of 3-D shapes compare and sort common 2-D and 3-D shapes and everyday objects.





Measures: Choose and use appropriate standard units to estimate and measure length/height in any direction (m/cm); mass (kg/g); temperature (°C); capacity (litres/ml) to the nearest appropriate unit, using rulers, scales, thermometers and measuring vessels, compare and order lengths, mass, volume/capacity and record the results using >, < and =





Money: Recognise and use symbols for pounds (£) and pence (p); combine amounts to make a particular value, find different combinations of coins that equal the same amounts of money, solve simple problems in a practical context involving addition and subtraction of money of the same unit, including giving change





Time: Compare and sequence intervals of time, Tell and write the time to five minutes, including quarter past/to the hour and draw the hands on a clock face to show these times, know the number of minutes in an hour and the number of hours in a day.

English


We want our children to become confident learners and so we aim to make English fun. Reading, writing and oracy are 


all skills which will be developed through the following units:





Narrative Writing


Supertato by Sue Hendra: The children will explore this narrative by discussing characters and creating a set of instructions.


Once Upon an Ordinary School Day by Colin McNaughton: The children will explore story settings and character profiles and develop skills in descriptive writing to create their own imaginative settings.


The Queen’s Knickers by Nicholas Allan Through this text we will be making links to our history and art topics.


Poetry, riddles and rhymes: the children will begin to develop their use of figurative language such as similes, alliteration and onomatopoeia. They will also develop their story writing skills by using this text as inspiration for the own writing.


The Magic Finger by Roald Dahl: The children will further develop their story writing skills as well as focusing on comprehension and reading skills throughout this text. 


Non Narrative Writing


Non Chronological Reports: Again we will be making links to our history topic, writing non chronological reports about Queen Victoria and thinking about the key features of nonfiction texts


George’s Marvellous Medicine and Revolting Recipes by Roald Dahl: we will use these texts as a stimulus for writing recipes and instructions


Poetry: Different forms of poetry. We will study a range of different poems including riddles, acrostics, shape poems and limericks.





Phonics, spelling and handwriting as well as speaking and listening skills will continue to be embedded throughout the English curriculum.
