Returning September 2022:

Pupils return to school on September 5™. To help you with your plans for the academic
year, we will, in the first week, send out dates for diaries for the whole year. This will
enable you fo plan ahead.

A reminder about school uniform for September 2022. Our school policy has been
updated and has been uploaded onto the website. Please take a read of this policy.
Important updates have been given. Below is a reminder of the school uniform.

Foundation stage:

blue polo shirt;
navy round neck sweatshirt or cardigan with Foundation Stage school logo
grey trousers or grey skirt/pinafore, grey socks, black shoes
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KS1/Ks2:
grey trousers and grey socks;
grey skirt or pinafore;
blue shirt;
navy jumper or cardigan with school logo on, school tie;
black shoes.

In summer (from Easter to the end of the Summer term optional wear):

o blue and white gingham clothing;
e blue polo shirt; grey trousers, pinafore, shorts, skirts
e black shoes grey socks

PE kit:

black plimsolls and/or black trainers;

navy PE shorts;

white T-shirt;

navy tracksuit/jogging bottoms and plain navy hoodie for the winter months (for
outside use).

PE bag (optional)

The PE kit should be brought to school on a Monday morning and may be taken
home on Friday afternoon. Children will be changing into their PE kit in school.

Arrival and departure times

As previously, children will enter school through the brown gate/curial office or the
entrance on Eastbourne Road from 8.30am onwards. The gate will be closed at 8.50am.
Children are expected o go straight into their classroom ready to begin their school
day. There is no need for parents to congregate on the playground as this will help the
children arrive promptly in school fo begin their activities and continue to keep the
community safe.
