This term will focus on the following elements of the new English Curriculum.


Reading 1 – children will read daily from a range of genres and purposes. We will focus on the mechanics of reading, pace, fluency expression, volume as well as reading using inference, summarising discussing predicting and forming our own opinions about characters themes and plot. 


Writing - children will cover a range of spelling, grammar and punctuation in their daily lessons. They will read and analyse model texts to work out layout and structure. Children will plan effectively following a plan and write their own longer piece of writing using their plan to support them. Finally, they will use a range of strategies to edit and improve their writing.




















Autumn Term term  (Revisit and extend the following units)


Place Value: 


Children will be taught to represent and partition numbers to 1000 and use number lines to place these. They will then extend this for numbers to 10,000. We will learn 1,10,100,1000 more or less than a number, compare and order numbers to 10,000. We will learn about Roman Numerals. Children will also be taught how to round to the nearest 10, 100. 1000 before learning to round to the next 10, 100 or 1000.


Addition and Subtraction:


Children will begin this unit by adding and subtracting 1, 10, 100 or 1000 from a given 4-digit number. Children will be taught to add 4- digit numbers without exchanging before moving on to addition with exchanges. They will then learn to subtract 4-digit numbers without exchange before finally subtracting including exchanges. 


Area: Children will recap what the term area means. We will initially begin by counting squares, making shapes and comparing areas. 


Multiplication and Division: 


Children will work systematically through their multiplication tables beginning with multiples of 3, multiplying and dividing by 3, 6 x tables and division facts, multiplying and dividing by 9, 9 x tables and division facts, 3,6 & 9 x tables, 7 x tables before moving on to 11 and 12 x tables. We will learn about multiplying and dividing by 1 and 0 as well as dividing a number by 1 and itself. We will end our term by practising multiplying by 3 numbers.





Please note Year 4’s will be required to sit the statutory Multiplication check in June 2025. It is expected that they know all multiplication facts up to 12 x 12 by the end of Y4.
