Members can visit the shop once a week 
to select ten items of food at a greatly reduced cost of £2.50. The shop is located at 10 Queen 
Street, Redcar and is open every Tuesday and Friday between 9.30am and 12.00noon. 
 
All of the food items in the shop are subject to availability.  We will sometimes have fresh food 
available, but mainly the items will be in tins or packets. We gratefully accept donations of food 
from supermarkets and the public to allow us to continue to offer this valuable service. 
Anyone who wants to use the shop must fill in an Application Form. This must be counter-
signed by an agency e.g. Social Worker, CAB, Welfare Rights etc, to confirm that the applicant 
is in need.
