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COVID 19- Please keep following the guidelines.

It is imperative that as a school community we do everything we can to follow the current
guidelines. We do still have cases within the school and local community. Please let the school
know ASAP if your child tests positive for COVID or if they have symptoms and you are waiting
for a PCR Test result. If it is out of hours please email enquiries@stjosephs.npcat.org.uk

If a child has symptoms please make sure that you arrange for a PCR Test as soon as possible. If
a child develops symptoms at school we will ask you to come and collect your child
straightaway and arrange for a PCR Test. If the result of the PCR test is negative then the child
can return to school, unless they are too poorly to attend.

Individuals are not required to self-isolate if they live in the same household as someone with
COVID-19, or are a close contact of someone with COVID-19, and any of the following apply:

e they are fully vaccinated

e they are below the age of 18 years and 6 months

e they have taken partin or are currently part of an approved COVID-19 vaccine trial

e they are not able to get vaccinated for medical reasons

Instead, NHS Test and Trace will inform affected individuals, children or their parents or carers
that they have been in close contact with a positive case, and advise them to take a PCR test. We
would encourage all individuals to take a PCR test if advised to do so.
