A174 Whitby Road, Easington  
Major carriageway improvements to the A174 Whitby Road, Easington on the 30th of September until the 
8th of October (excluding weekends).  
 
During 08:00-16:30 the carriageway will be closed, and vehicles will be diverted via B1366 Liverton 
Road, A171 Moor Road, B1266 and the A174.
