Behaviour Policy Statement

The Behaviour Policy for our academy forms part of the overall aims of the Nicholas
Postgate Academy Trust which promotes positive behaviour between all members of
the Trust and its communities.

The Trust believes that all people are gifted and talented in their own unique ways and
capable of being successful in their learning. We aim to ensure our academies offer
a safe, orderly and respectful community in which all children and young people’s
talents can be developed and used to the full.
