What will | do in lessons?

You will take photographs based on a range of themes including landscape and studio work
and you will gain inspiration from a range of photographers. You will develop presentation
books, display boards and responses, incorporating other media.

How will | be assessed?

Allocation of marks is:
Coursework Portfolio of work = 60% of your GCSE
Externally Set Task = 40% of your GCSE

N.B. This task is a project for which you have several weeks of lessons to complete; you are
continually guided/supported by your teacher and then you have a 10 hour exam to produce
a final outcome using media/materials of your choice.

Particular issues for this subject

You must be prepared to continue your photography studies outside of school, taking digital
photographs. N.B. Access to a digital camera is not essential but desirable. All students will
attend a curriculum visit to a gallery.
