How will students be assessed? 

The Y9 Drama curriculum is designed to enable students to develop a variety of transferable skills 
which are valued in many walks of life, including teamwork, self-confidence, and the ability to 
communicate effectively. The Y9 curriculum has clear links to the content covered in the GCSE 
course and Sixth Form qualification - such as developing their knowledge of practitioners, devising 
theatre, and exploring different genres. 

Students will be active and learn together in collaborative mixed ability groups, and are encouraged 
to participate in a range of tasks. Students will explore a wide range of topics, and explore how to 
create Drama from all sorts of starting points such as songs, pictures, and events.  

Students receive 2 lessons a fortnight and are assessed on a half-termly basis, and are assessed on 
their practical skills; such as their ability to convey a narrative, their use of dramatic techniques, but 
also their ability to write and reflect on the performance work they see and create.
