Collection of Examination Results Thursday 21st August 2025 (08.30am-10.00am)

If your son/daughter is not able to collect their results from school on this day, they will need 
to send an email from their Simon Balle email address to exams@simonballe.herts.sch.uk 
to request that their results are emailed to them. Please note that while the exams team 
hope to email them as early as possible on 21st August this will be after the results have 
been processed by everybody collecting them from school.
