Re: Sixth Form Open Evening  

Dear Parents and Carers, 

I am delighted to invite you and your family to attend our Sixth Form Open Evening, which will 
take place on Wednesday 14 January, from 5.00pm to 8.00pm, on our Upper Site, 
Mornington Road, IG8 0TP. 

This event is open to all Year 11 parents, carers, and students, and provides an excellent 
opportunity to explore what Trinity Sixth Form has to offer as students prepare for the next 
stage of their education. 

During the evening, you will have the opportunity to: 

• Visit the school and tour the site 
• Hear from subject departments about post-16 courses and pathways 
• Attend a main presentation on The Trinity Sixth Form Experience 
• Speak directly with current Sixth Form students and alumni about life at Trinity 
• Ask questions and receive guidance to support informed subject choices 

To help you plan your visit effectively, I have attached a programme of events along with a list 
of subject and rooms. This information will allow families to decide in advance which subject 
areas they may wish to visit, ensuring you can make the most of your time with us on the 
evening. Upon arrival, student guides will be available to support and direct you around the 
school as needed. 

There will be two opportunities during the evening to hear from myself, our Headteacher Mr 
Linnane, and our Key Stage 5 Director for Curriculum, Teaching and Learning. These 
presentations will provide an overview of the Trinity Sixth Form experience, including our 
curriculum offer and entry criteria, as well as wider aspects of Sixth Form life such as 
enrichment, co-curricular and extra-curricular opportunities, pastoral support, leadership 
development, and student outcomes beyond Trinity. 

All families will also be provided with a range of supporting materials on arrival, designed to 
help you plan your evening and to support an informed application to Trinity Sixth Form. 

Sixth Form applications will open shortly after the Open Evening. Parents and students will 
receive a separate letter outlining full details on how to apply, including key dates and next 
steps. The application process will also be explained during the evening, with further guidance 
available on the night. We look forward to welcoming you to Trinity Sixth Form and sharing 
the many opportunities available to our students.
