In the speaking exam, pupils will be tested on their ability to communicate ideas from the following topics 
and subtopics. They will also be assessed on their quality of language (range of vocabulary, grammatical 
structures, accuracy, as well as pronunciation and fluency) 
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To help them prepare for their speaking exam, you can test them on their own personal answers to these 
key questions that they have studied over the GCSE course. Encourage them to give at least 3 details per 
question to extend their answers. 
 
Theme 1: Identity and culture

What will you do when you 
leave Whickham school?

What should your child do to practise and improve their speaking exam in French? 
 

● Prepare answers to the questions for each theme.  
● Practice role plays and photocards. 
● Learn question words - they will be expected to ask one question in the role play and another 

during the general conversation. 
● Extend answers, go beyond the bare minimum. (3 details per answer in the photo and general 

conversation) 
● Have a transferable toolkit – phrases you can use for any topic.  
● Use flashcards. 
● Record themselves. 
● Make a study group with friends and practise 
● Practise speaking aloud! 

 
In the exam: 

● Use the 12 minutes preparation time well - Make good, clear notes for the role play and photo 
card  

● Answer all the questions 
● Speak confidently and clearly
